While it is true that we
should not try to avoid the harsh realities that took
place prior to Easter, we are a people blessed with
hearing and receiving the story on this side of the
resurrection. | must confess that there are periods
in my life when | forget that fact, and | let myself
fall prey to anxieties, fears, hostilities, and
uncertainties of all sorts. Itis as if | let the
resurrection become a one time occurrence on the
calendar. | think that happens most when | am
more focused on just hearing the story than on
both hearing and embracing the story. To simply
hear the story, makes it solely a story about Jesus
and the remarkable event that took place in his
life. His life, not mine. His life with no connection
to mine.

But, to hear and embrace the story, bridges what
took place in Jesus’ life and makes it not just his
story but mine as well. Jesus was not raised from
the dead simply in order for there to be a great
demonstration of God’s power. Jesus was raised
from the dead in order for there to be a grand and
eternal demonstration of God’s love. Not love as a
concept or an idea, but love an expression of the
nature of God’s relationship with me, with you, and
with the world.

So, | seek to approach the remainder of Holy
Week from a place of embrace and | pray that that
embrace might not be just a seasonal occurrence,
but a life stance. | pray that my embrace become
like the words of an old Fanny Crosby hymn,
“Perfect submission, all is at rest; | in my Savior
am happy and blest, watching and waiting, looking
above, filled with his goodness, lost in his love.”

What begins as an Easter season can become an
Easter life —“filled with his goodness, lost in his
love.”

North Decatur Presbyterian Church has joined
with others in the Atlanta area to launch a
people’s movement for a nuclear weapons-free
world, believing that this moment in history is
critical with respect to nuclear weapons and
wanting to do all possible to turn the tide from
proliferation toward disarmament. The people's
movement has created a website —
www.nuclearweaponsfreeworld.com — and is
reaching out to communities in Georgia and
beyond.

On Wednesday night, April 14" Bobbie Wrenn
Banks and Janice Butt will share news of the
people's movement along with an overview of
policy steps, theological imperatives, and action
opportunities. They will bring three resources: a
worship packet for May 2nd, the international
day of action for a nuclear weapons-free world;
former Sen. Sam Nunn's new film, Nuclear
Tipping Point, www.nucleartippingpoint.org; and
the Spring '09 Yale Divinity School Reflections
journal, “The Fire Next Time: Faith and the
Future of Nuclear Weapons,” with study guide.

Bobbie Wrenn Banks holds a Master of Divinity
degree from Candler School of Theology and
has focused her 25-year ministry on peace and
nuclear disarmament, working primarily with
Women's Action for New Directions (WAND)
where she served as board president and
national field director. Janice Butt, an elder in
the Presbyterian Church, USA, brings 30 years
experience as an educator to the telling and
teaching of stories and her work as a peace
activist. Janice founded the Women’s
Imaginative Guild of Storytellers and co-leads
the Interfaith Story Circle, which seeks to create
peace through shared stories. In January, the
Southern Order of Storytellers presented Janice
with the 2010 Seanachie Award for her
outstanding work promoting story in the
community.

Home Gardener: You? Now?

Blues, Blooms & BBQ, April 24

Is 2010 a good year for you to begin a serious -
though perhaps small - vegetable garden? After
all, don’t these ~ L

cold temperatures "
suggest waiting
for a better year?

How cold it has
been! Statisticians
say that in north
Georgia the
average daily
maximum temps
into March were
around the fifth
percentile. That
means that 95
winters out of 100
have had warmer highs than this one. Brrr. And
those aren’t cold flashes: the trend has
continued into the spring.

Predictions are, however, that by late April
above-normal temps will set in, and the 90-day
outlook is encouraging: near-average
temperatures and no more drought! So in fact
it's a fine year to become an urban gardener, as
well as a great time - slow economy, warming
planet - to make visible your partnership with the
Creator. Check out that sunny spot in your front
yard, even. Eat locally, happily, cheaply; re-
connect with the Earth; show your kids what
amazing little creatures bees are. And if you
have space, plant an extra row for Atlanta’s
neediest, some of whom regularly visit the ICM
food pantry at DHUMC.

Buy your plants on April 24, Earth Day Saturday.
Several church members have been getting
ready for you - tilling the soil, so to speak. First
they provided light, warmth and water for the
seeds, then transplanted the seedlings into
larger containers, and now are providing daily
trips to the outdoors for hardening-off. The 500
or so plants are now actually looking cucumber-
ish, squash-like, pepper-icious, and divinely
tomato-ey; many are heirloom varieties. Okay, if
you're intimidated by the thought of growing

veggies, then perennials and shrubs will also be
available. It will be a rain-or-shine event -
completely logical, because weather is both
good and godly!

The lunch menu is set: Barbecued ribs and
pulled pork (much
of the pork
donated!), with
sides of potato
salad, cole slaw
and baked beans -
and any number of
goodies for
dessert. Children’s
plates will be
specially priced.

The activities start
at 10:00am,
though of course
the help will arrive
early. Round-up time for the Blessing of the
Animals (a Francis of Assisi-inspired tradition) is
1:00pm. Immediately afterwards the Trustees
will introduce Woody Bartlett, one of our friends
at Georgia Interfaith Power and Light, and then
will offer a mini-tour of our new solar panels, the
109 new storm windows, and our gymnasium
modernization project. A raffle is in the offing,
and donations of goods are being sought - make
your offer to Kathleen Neal
(kneal@mindspring.com).
